WISHING to promote mutual understanding and to strengthen the relationship
between the two Participants,

NOTING the relevant provisions of the standards and recommended practices

contained in relevant Conventions,

SUBJECT to the legislation of each Participant, have reached the following
arrangements:

1. SCOPE OF THE ARRANGEMENT
The Participants, through the neminated contact points, will:

(a)  Cooperate on matters relating to maritime incident response (including oil spill
response), specifically by:

0] the exchange of information on oil spill preparedness and response
‘ regimes;

(ii) should the situation allow, considering participation, as observers [or

other actual roles for the right person], in résponses; and
(i)  providing opportunities for respective staff {o attend fraining courses;
(b}  Cooperate on matters relating to search and rescue (SAR), specifically by:

0] exchanging SAR information concerning situations of mutual interest,
within their respective maritime SAR regions, fo allow prompt and

reguiar assistance in the event of an actual or potential distress;
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(i) exchanging information on current SAR resources available, to ensure
mutual knowledge of each other's SAR capabilities, and

(iliy exchanging other SAR-related information and experiences to help
improve maritime -safety outco mes;

(c)  Consider the possibilities for information and staff exchange programmes with
a view to enhancing cocperation in maritime incident response and SAR
rescue. Arrangements for any exchanges will be considered on a case-by-
case basis; and

(d)  Consider other cooperative activities by mutual decision.

2. Contact Points

2.1 Each Participant will designate a contact point for the supervision of the
activities under this Arrangement. Details of the contact points are set out in
Annex A to this Arrangement.

2.2 The primary means of communication between the contact points of the two
Participants will be electronic (including the internet or e-mail), fax, and
telephone.

3. Joint Committee

3.1 - The Participants will consider the establishment of a joint committee
composed of an equal number of representatives of each Participant to
coordinate all activities under this Arrangement.

3.2 Bilateral meetings of the joint committee may be held on-a regular basis
{ideally. annuaily), alternately in the Republic of Korea and in New Zealand on
mutually determined dates tc review and facilitate the implementation of this
Arrangerhent, Face-to-Face meetings will be held subject to the availability of
resources. ‘ '
